1. LEGISLATIVE UPDATES    

· S.2520:  An Act Relative to Authorize Eight (8) Additional Licenses.  The so-called Wareham Jobs Bill was passed to be Engrossed on Wednesday, July 14, 2010, and was sent to the Senate for final approval.  Once the Bill is “enacted” in both branches, it will be sent to Governor Patrick for action.  I anticipate that the Governor will sign our Bill into Law.    

II. LT. GOVERNOR TIM MURRAY:  On Friday, July 23, 2010, at 11:00AM, our Lt. Murray will be here to open the ceremony for the commencement of the Besse Park Bulkhead Replacement Program.  This capital improvement program was supplemented by a $_____ grant from the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  I urge the Board of Selectmen to participate and the General Public is invited to attend.  

III. FOX 25 ZIP TRIP:  On Friday, July 16, 2010, we hosted the Fox 25 Zip Trip on Onset Bay pier at 6:00AM.  This was a marvelous opportunity to showcase Onset Village as a prime destination point on the South Coast.  I was interviewed and stressed Wareham’s strengths as:  “Some Sun, Some Sand, Some Water, No Bridges!”  Additionally, we highlighted the Safe Summer 2010 group efforts of our entire team--Jackie Lindsey, Wareham Village Association; Mary Lou Payton, Onset Bay Association; Police Chief Rick Stanley; EMS Director David Evans; Health Agent Robert Ethier; Director of Inspectional Services Myles Burke; Council on Aging Director Marcia Griswold; and Acting Harbormaster/Shellfish Warden, Garry Buckminster, and focused on our economic advantages—New lifeguard program, great restaurants, and business base that make us an ideal destination point for the region.
