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Atlantic Recycling Public Hearing





The public hearing for the controversial Atlantic Recycling project before the Zoning Board of Appeals was continued without testimony at the request of the applicant to Wednesday, January 11, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. in the basement of Town Hall.  The applicant is seeking a special permit for the operation of a plastic and metal storage facility at 3127 Cranberry Highway.  A special permit is required from the ZBA because the use is considered a “salvage yard” under Article 321 of the Zoning By-Laws.

Wal Mart Review Continues





The public hearing for the Wal Mart relocation was continued on December 15, 2011 with a discussion on traffic mitigation.  Bernie Kalus of WSP Sells, the peer review consultant for the Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals, presented the results of seasonal traffic data collection and analysis.  The results of the analysis from the consultants were consistent with those presented by the Wal Mart traffic consultants.  He then presented revised improvements to the intersection of Route 28 and Tobey Rd./Tow Rd. that would satisfy Mass. DOT guidelines within the existing roadway layout and showed a simulation of how the improvements would maintain traffic flow through the intersection.  The boards also voted to retain the services of Ed Fuller as a landscape peer review consultant for the project.





The continued public hearing was scheduled on Thursday, January 19, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the basement of Town Hall.
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Planning Department Revenue / Money Handling for 2011





One of the many responsibilities of the Planning Department staff is to handle money for various purposes, such as application fees, performance bonds, fees for copies of documents and funds for deposit into 53G consultant peer review accounts.





During the 2011 calendar year, the department processed nearly $150,000 in funds for the above purposes.  The Zoning Board of Appeals accounted for $94,516.91 of this, the Planning Board accounted for $33,181.42 and the Conservation Commission accounted for $21,969.53.








Release of Funds





One of the major goals of the Planning Department has been to work towards reconciliation of performance bond and consultant peer review accounts that have been on the Town’s books for some time.  In the last couple of months, there has been significant progress made on this task.  The Planning Board has released a total of $45,952.22 in funds and staff continues to review various accounts to ensure that the proper requirements have been met for release of funds.  There will be additional funds released by the Board in the January and February.
