AT THE POLLS:

Massachusetts regulations pertaining to social distancing and wearing a mask will be in place.
Only 4 voters at a time per precinct will be allowed inside the Polls.

Antibacterial wipes only for use on pens, styluses, tables, voting booths, doors and other exposed surfaces.
Antiseptic Wipes and Microfiber cloth (only for use on voting machines)
Hand sanitizer pump container for voters (75 % alcohol)

Voter pens - each voter to take a pen with the ballot. The voter is to take the pen with him/her upon leaving
the polling location.
