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GRANT OF SEWER EASEMENT


RJWB, LLC, a Massachusetts Limited Liability Company with an address of 19 Depot Street, Wareham, Massachusetts (the “Grantor”), for consideration paid of One Dollar and 00/100 Dollars ($1.00) and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, do hereby grant to the 6 Chapel Lane, LLC, a Massachusetts Limited Liability Company with an address of  19 Depot Street, Wareham, Massachusetts and to its successors and assigns (the “Grantee”), with QUITCLAIM COVENANTS:


A perpetual right and easement in, across, over, under, along and upon the land identified as “Proposed Sewer Easement” (the “Easement Area”) on a plan of land entitled “_________________________” dated _________________, Scale: _____, prepared by GAF Engineering Inc., being Exhibit A attached hereto (the “Plan”) and consisting of _______ square feet, more or less, according to said Plan, for the purposes of: (i) constructing, reconstructing, installing, operating, maintaining, inspecting, repairing, altering or replacing, as the case may be, all such appurtenances thereto as are deemed necessary or convenient for the operation of sewer line over and through the Easement Area; (ii) entering upon and passing and repassing over the Easement Area, by foot or by vehicle, with or without equipment, apparatus or other material(s), from time to time and as frequently or infrequently as determined by the Grantee, so as to effect the same; (iii) excavating, removing, relocating and/or depositing such soil, earth, gravel, rocks, stones and other material(s) from or upon the Easement Area, again so as to effect the same; (iv) temporarily storing materials, equipment or vehicles in or upon the Easement Area, again so as to effect the same; and (v) all acts incidental to the foregoing. 
Said conveyance is made subject to the following conditions:

1. Grantees rights in the Easement Area are contingent upon the Grantees need to place a sewer line on the property in connection with building improvements to 6 Chapel Lane, Wareham, MA. 

2. The Grantee shall indemnify and hold harmless the Grantor for any and all incidents, claims, actions, damages, and liabilities arising from Grantee’s use of the Easement Area, including but not limited to installation, erection, construction, reconstruction, repair, replacement, maintenance, and operation of the sewer line for the installation and use of the sewer line in the Easement Area, unless caused by Grantor’s negligence. Grantor and its heirs, successors, and assigns shall indemnify and hold harmless the Grantee for any and all incidents, claims, actions, damages, and liabilities arising from Grantor’s use of the Easement Area.

3. This Sewer Easement shall be construed as a nonexclusive easement.  The Grantor shall retain all rights and privileges with regard to the Easement Area; provided, however, that the Grantor shall not impede, disrupt, disturb, or alter the Grantee’s sewer line or maintenance thereof, over or upon such Easement Area.  Grantor, its heirs, successors and assigns shall refrain from erecting any structure in the Easement Area and shall obtain Grantee’s written approval for any modification of landscaping.

4. This Sewer Easement shall run with the land of the Grantor, and shall be binding upon Grantor’s heirs, successors and assigns. The Grantor agrees that the Grantee may assign the rights granted pursuant to this easement agreement.  
5. That all construction, reconstruction, installation, operation, maintenance, inspection, repair, alteration, replacement of any appurtenances thereto by the Grantee, as aforesaid, shall be undertaken and/or completed in a good and workmanlike manner, in compliance with all laws, statutes, ordinances, bylaws, rules and regulations applicable thereto, and at the Grantee’s sole cost and expense.  
6. That it shall be the responsibility of the Grantee to acquire and maintain in full force and effect all permit(s), license(s) and/or approval(s) required from any and all governmental entities, whether federal, state or local, for its completion of work within the Easement as authorized hereunder, and to comply with the requirements of all such permit(s), license(s) and/or approval(s).
7. That the rights granted herein may be exercised by the Grantee in its sole discretion and at its reasonable convenience, in accordance with the terms and conditions hereof.
